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KEY FINDINGS:

B Oklahoma continues to compete well in the infrastructure rankings, improving from 13th
nationally last year to 12th in the 2024 rankings.

B Oklahoma leads the nation in the energy infrastructure subcomponent, ranking 1st in this
category in the 2024 Scorecard.

B Oklahoma held onto Top Ten designation in transportation infrastructure, coming in at 7th
nationally in overall roads and bridge ratings.

B The state dropped slightly in its broadband infrastructure rating this year as states take
advantage of recent federal funding of broadband expansion, with other states expanding
broadband speed and access at a faster pace than Oklahoma.
